Power cord and plug

A short power cord is provided 1o reduce the nsks resulting

from becoming entangled in or tipping over a longer cord, Ifa

longy cord set or extension cord is used:

1 The marked electical rating of the cord set or extension
oordd should be atheast or graster than the electrcal rating
af the oven

2 The extension cord must be a earthing-type 3-wire cord.

3 The extension cord shoulkd be amanged so that i wil not
drapsa over tha counter top or tabietop where it can be
plulled on by children o tipped over unintentionally,

This coven must be earthed. In the event of an dectrical shar
circuit, earthing reduces the risk of electric shock by
providing an escape wire far the electric current. This
oven is equipped with a power cord having a earthing wire
with a earthing plug. The plug must be plogoad into an
autkst that is property mstalied znd earthad. Consult 3 quaiiied
electrician or serviceman if the earthing inafructions are
not completety undersiood or if doubt exists as 1o

whether the oven is propery earhed.

Foil containers

Shallow foil containers may safely be used to reheat

foods in your microwave oven providing the following

rules are observed:

1 Foil containers should not be more than 3 am (1. 1/47) deep.

2 Foil lids must not be used.

3 The foil containers must be at keast two-thinds full of food.
Empty contaners must never be used,

4 Foil contaners shoukd be used singlyin the microwane
oven and should not be alkeed o touch the sides. B your
owen hag a griling rack, the foil container should be placed
on an uptumed oven-proof plate.

5 Foil contginers shoukd never be re-used in the
MHCIOWAYE Dven

& If the oven has been in use for 15 minutes or mone, alow it
to.cool hefore uang it agan,

¥ The container and turmiable may become hot during use;
take great care when removing them from the oven, it is
advisablz to use an oven cloth or glove when doing so.

When haating liquids, 8.9, s0ups, sauces and beverages
in your microwave aven, overheating the kquid beyond
boiling point can occur without evidence of bubbling,
This could result in & sudden boil cwer of the hot liguid.
To prevent this possibility the fallcwing steps should
be taken:

1 Awvoad using straight-sided cantainers with namow necks,

2 Do not overheat

3 Stir the liquid before placing the container in the oven
and again halfway through the heating time,

4 After heating, allow to stand in the oven for a shor
fima, stiring again before carefully remaving the
container,
