A short power cord is provided 1o reduce the nsks resulting

3 The extension cord shoulkd be amanged so that i wil ot
drapsa over the counter top or tabietop where it can be
pulled on by children or tipped over unintentionally,

This oven must be earthed. In the event of an dectrical shor
circuit, earthing reduces the risk of electric shook by
providing an escape wire for the eldectric currant. This
ouen is equipped with a power cord having a earthing wire
with a earthing plug, The plug must be plugged into an
auitist that is property mstalied snd earthad. Consult 3 cqualfied
alectrician or serviceman if the earthing instructions are

If the utensd
feals hot, vou shoukd not use it il is just sightly
warm, you can use it for reheating but not for
cooking- If the utensii is room tempearature, it is
suitable for microwave cooking,

* Aunid using plashc utensls with foods that have high fat or
sugar content since these foods reach high temperatures
and could melt some plastics,

+ Metal utensits and utensils with metallic trim should not
b usad in the microwave oven, unless specificaly
recommended for microwase use.

Faoil containers

Shallow foil containers may safely be used to reheat

foods in your microwave oven providing the following

nules are observed:

1 Foil containers should not be more than 3 am (1. 1/47) deep.

2 Foil lida must not be used.

3 The: foll containers must be atleast two-thirds full of tood
Empty contaners must never be used,

4 Foil contaners shoukd be used singlyin the microwsave
oven and should not be alkved 1o touch the sides. B your
owen hag a griling rack, the foil container should be placed
on an uptumed oven-proof plate.

2 Doonat overheat

3 Sfir the liquid before placing the container in the owen
and again halfway through the heating time,

4 After heating, allow to stand in the oven for a shor
fima, stirring again betore carefully remaving the
container

Same procucts such as whole eggs and sealed containers
— fior example, closed gass jars - may explods and should
nat be heated in this oven, Oocasionally, poached egos
may explode during cooking. Atways pierca the yolk, then
cower and aliow the standing fime of ane minute befora
FEAMoVing Cover.

It 5 quite: nanral for steam to be emitted around the door,
o fior misting 1o oaccur on the doar, or even for water droplets
to-appear below the door during the cooking cycle. This is
merely condansatiaon from the heat of the food and does
nat affect the safety of vour oven. The doar is nod intended
bz seal the cven cavity completely.
